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Measuring the data literacy of student teachers

Abstract

The systematic collection, analysis, interpretation and application of pedagogical information to improve the
teaching-learning process has been receiving increasing attention in educational research. Providing teachers
with the base for complex use of data begins in teacher education. In our research, we investigate the sense of
efficacy and anxiety students in teacher education (N=221) about data use - access, analysis, interpretation and
application — among students in teacher education (N=221) using the Data-Driven Decision-Making Efficacy
and Anxiety Inventory (Dunn et al., 2013) questionnaire. We also examine the relationship between acquired
knowledge in data use and sense of efficacy and anxiety. Our results show that students feel least effective in
data processing, but are also more uncertain about interpretation than about the application of results. Their
sense of anxiety about data use is low. No difference can be detected in sense of efficacy and anxiety about data
use based on time spent in teacher training. However, attitudes towards data use are influenced by the course(s)
the student has attended to support their proficiency in data use. Thus, the acquired knowledge during training
is likely to increase students’ sense of efficacy and reduce their anxiety about using data.

Language examinations accredited by the state as they are processed
in Hungarian applied linguistics and educational journals

Abstract

In Hungary the system of language examinations accredited by the state has been in existence for more than 20
years. During this period experience galore has been gained about the operations of the language examination
centres. The professional work and the continuous improvement of the accreditational requirements have also
contributed to the development of the field of language measurement and assessment. This development is by
and large mirrored in terms of academic publications as well. Between 2000 and 2020 several studies on lan-
guage examinations were published mainly in conference and university volumes, several doctoral dissertations
were written, and international conference presentations were also given. However, the present article aims
at examining the articles having been published only in the most prestigious Hungarian journals on applied
linguistics and pedagogy. By categorizing and analysing these studies the article provides an overview of the
development of the system of language examinations accredited by the state, its current state, and the questions
the experts touched upon throughout the examined 20 years. Finally, the study sheds light on some possible
future research directions related to language examinations in Hungary.

Abstract
Throughout this article my task is to explore the legitimacy of pedagogical and educational policy declarations
related to the concept of ‘solidarity” in the Hungarian education in the second half of the 20th century; espe-
cially in the 1960s and 1970s. Research findings have proved that solidarity was irrelevant in the paradigm of a
top down organized society; whereas commitment and devotion to the “community” appeared in the norms of
a transcendent identity. The formation of solidarity as a pedagogical goal and practice was effective in cases of
horizontal relationship networks where abundant experiences enriched the lives of students.

The effect of the competence requirements
of Industry 4.0 on public education

Abstract

The aim of the study is to explore and present the relationship between Industry 4.0 and primary education
and its wide-ranging effects. Industry 4.0 is today’s reality. Industry 4.0. represents the level of mechanization
and robotization where the relationship between man and machine cannot be separated. This relationship is
mutually beneficial, and makes our lives easier and faster. The accelerating world also demands accelerating
adaptation. However, it does not matter how and to what extent we can pick up the accelerating pace. What
are the knowledge and skills without which we have no chance to adapt? Where and how can we acquire and
master these? The questions are important because they directly influence the individual’s place in the labour
market and thus their livelihood. The authors analyse the relationship between the competencies required by the
labour market and the competencies of the last 2020 version of the National Core Curriculum, which defines
the framework of public education. The actuality of this is based on their observation that the “marketisation”
caused by Industry 4.0 has already appeared in primary education. The authors draw attention to the fact that
without the output competencies of public education, the individual does not have an adequate basis to be able
to meet the current expectations of the labour market. These basic competences create the skills for independent
study in any direction and subject. One of the most important results of the analysis is that public education,
especially primary public education, is undervalued in the literature. There are more and more new forms
of learning content, methods, tools, and platforms, but much less is said about the importance of traditional
educational methods and content. The authors of this article wish to fill this gap and intend to draw attention
to the issue at hand.

Abstract
There is a crisis in Literature Teaching in Hungary since there are less and less students each year who take
the matura examination of Hungarian Language and Literature on an advanced level. Possible reasons can
be old-fashioned methods and aims that are no longer able to motivate students. The question of Literature
Teaching has been a justifiable concern of those who are part of the educational system (teachers, students,
parents) in Hungary since in some way everyone who is (or once was) in the system is involved. Moreover,
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the perception that the subject in its current state is questionably structured, practice and useful competence
beneficial for every day’s life are far from the aims of the subject is unfortunately very real. However, Hungar-
ian Language and Literature is one of the mandatory subjects of the matura examination it has unquestionable
cultural and tradition-forming value, therefore redesigning it from time to time is considered as a necessary
duty of governments — with or without consulting the ’actors’ (Kozma, 2012. 20.) of educational policy. To
understand the changes of Literature Teaching one must observe the evolution of the subject from 1970s
through the millennium until nowadays and its current state. There is a complexity in Literature Teaching due
to its continuously changing social estimation, as well as thanks to its main role in identity development it is
often used for political ideologies which makes it difficult to reconsider its traditions and values. Or to be more
precise, the factors mentioned make the necessary changes almost impossible to put into practice although there
were several opportunities during the history of this subject for a paradigm shift.

The importance of family literacy practices
on children’s reading comprehension in rural context

Abstract

The present study focuses on children’s reading as an interdisciplinary question, at the intersection of sociology
of reading, sociology of education and pedagogy. The purpose of the research is to unfold the family literacy
attitudes that determine the process of raising the children of graduate families living in the rural environ-
ment of the Salt Lake District (Transylvania, Romania). The empirical data obtained through semi-structured
interviews are discussed based on the theoretical background of the literature of family literacy, as well as
competency-based reading studies. The answer to the questions how to establish the interest in reading in early
childhood, what reasons and motives are behind the global passivity in reading is investigated. In the upcoming
interview research, I will focus on the story-reading habits and attitudes of graduate families living in a rural
environment in the context of the above: to what extent family literacy awareness is present among graduate
families in the Salt Lake District, how early reading and the role of stories can be seen in the light of children’s
competencies, and what kind of parental conscious efforts can be seen in the early childhood phase of education
to become a reader. My further aim is to formulate alternatives that can be used in this Hungarian minority
region: the question of whether intellectual capital is perceptible in rural public discourse.
