Mirpedig a marxista ismeretelméletben a
vildg megismerése materidlis igazsdg, és
nem vélaszolhaté meg olyan logikai alapelv

talajdrdl, amely eleve kizdrja a logikdnak a
valdsdghoz vald viszonyét

Ezek a kérdések, ,,ketelyek” meriilnek
fel a filozéfus elétt, amikor a szimbolikus
loglkat & vildg megismerésének bizonyité-
sara alkalmazzak. Mds széval: mivel a szim-
bolikus logika neves miivel6i koziil sokan
maguk olyan dlldspontot kdvettek, e logika
olyan jellegére utaltak, amely miatt egyél-
taldn nem evidens e logikdnak a marxista
ismeretelmélet alaptételére valé alkalmaz-
hatésdga, aki alkalmazza e logikdt a fenti
tételre, annak legaldbb az eddig felvetett
kérdésekre vélaszt kell adnia. Kzek meg-
vélaszoldsa nélkiil a filozéfus ,kételyei”,
arra vonatkozéan, hogy kielégité-e a szim-
bolikus logikdnak a marxi ismeretelmélet
alaptételére valé alkalmazhatésiga, nem
oldédnak fel, tegyenek eléje mégoly szép
formuldban fogalmazott logikai levezetést
is. De mivel Ruzsa ezeket a kérdéseket még

SUMMARIES

Ldszlé Sziklai: The Moscow Writings of
Lukdcs

All over the world an intensive research
has manifested itself regarding Gyorgy
Lukécs’s oeuvre and its systematic publish-
ing, in the course of which a number of
hitherto unknown details become public
property. From among the most recent
publications of importance is Gyodrgy Lu-
kécs’s omnibus volume ,,Moscow Writings”,
in Claude Prévost’s edition and with his
introductory treatise. The present article
reviews this pubhcatxon, and finds its main
merit in the fact that it focuses the atten-
tion of western readers on an extremely rich
and, from the point of theory, a highly
important period of Lukécs’s career. The
paper, however, also mentions that the
volume does not contain all the writings
pertaining to the subject matter represen-
ted by it (e. g. the discussion on novels from
1934—35, the discussion on realism from
1939—40). It is regarded as the greatest
value of Prévost’s introduction that it rep-
resents an endeavour to analyse from the

point of hlstory Lukécs’s theory elaborated
in the 1930’s and thus is suitable to enter
into a convincing controversy with those,
who accuse Lukdcs’s activity of this period
of Stalinism, Zdanovism ( ? 7). However the
-author, when forming an opinion of Lu-
kdcs’s novel-concept, developed by the
middie thirties, does not base, as opposed
to Prévost, on Lukdes’s 1nab111ty to trans-
cend the ,,Hegellan model” and/or referring
in a mistaken way to the alienation-notion
of the young Marx but that Lukédcs
— though perfectly aware that an adequate
epical form of socialism, the realistic socia-
list novel, can only be understood on the
basis of the contradictions of society —
could not at that time, because of distinct
historical causes, grasp in a sufficiently
concrete mode the internal contradictions
of socialist circumstances.

P. Salvucci: Why Lukdcs?
What the author deems exemplary in

Lukdcs’s oeuvre is, first of all, that Lukdcs
succeeded to unify in his person the activist
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representing the interests of the Commu-
nist Movement taking part in the factual
battles of the Party and the scientist wor-
king at the highest possible level. Author
points out that despite Lukdcs’s early
Hegelianism the totality conception of his
History and class consciousness influenced
in & major way the development of the
science of philosophy. The values of the
rationalist traits of early Hegelianism pre-
served, though abandoned, are illustrated
and an analysis is given to show that this
rationalism enabled Lukdcs to a compre-
hensive criticism about German irrationa-
lism. The analysis draws attention to the
fact that Lukacs outlined succinctly the
correlation between irrationalist philosophy
and reactionary bourgeois political tenden-
cies.

Atanas Stoikov: Todor Pavlov, the Aestheti-
cian

The scientific activity of Todor Pavlov
began in the end of the 1920’s when his
interest for literature and the arts becomes
interlinked with the first phase of his poli-
tical activity. His philosophy life-work,
essays on aesthetics made his name well-
known in his country of birth by the begin-
ning of the 1930’s. The decisive turning
point of his life are the four years spent in
the Soviet Union when the opportunity
was given to study in detail the classical
works of Marxism. Todor Pavlov’s aesthetic
life-work embraces a wide field. The star-
ting point is Lenin’s theory of reflection,
which Pavlov applies in the field of aesthe-
tics and further develops in his works writ-
ten on aesthetics, as, for instance in ,,The
General Theory of Art” written in 1938.
Basing on the theory of reflection Todor
Pavlov takes up the fight against any fata-
listic and rationalist school of thought of
art.

An Interview with Academician Tibor Erdey-
Giruz, the President of the Hungarian Acade-
my of Sciences Concerning Some Questions of
the Scientific-Technical Revolution

The interrelationship between natural
sciences and society became closer in the
last few decades, than ever before. The cau-
ses of this phenomenon are a wider cor-
relation between man and his environment
and the difference in the rate of develop-
ment of the social and the biological sphere.

Natural sciences play an important role
in a widespread introduction of a scientific
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way of contemplation the scientific for-
mation of concepts and the development
of definitions. But natural sciences also
help to interpret precisely the contents of
nature’s laws and/or their limits, to give a
differentiated determination of their range.

The scientific-technical revolution brings
about far-reaching social changes. In Hun-
gary, the effects of the scientific-technical
revolution are to be noticed already, there
are, however, a number of barriers in the
way of its true development. So, for ins-
tance, the preconditions of a high volume
production have to be realized, a higher
degree of the general level of culture is
needed. It is to be mentioned, at the same
time, that the conditions to overcome the
factors hindering a higher effectiveness of
the scientific-technical revolution are pre-
sent within the framework of socialism.

I. Hermann: On Some Maitters of Principle
of Hungarian Cultural Development

Author outlines the cultural backward-
ness inherited by the people’s democracy
from the Horthy-régime. The paper exposes
the different means used by the Horthy-
régime to isolate the broad masses from the
progressive, leftist culture which developed
in this era. Also the difficulties to break
through this isolation are explained. Author
then demonstrates the way the people’s
democracy managed to pierce this isolation
and to render culture a formative force
embracing the life of the whole nation.
At the same time the problems of contra-
dictions involved within this extraordinary
achievernent are mentioned. Author points
out the sources owing to which the conti-
nuity of a progressive Hungarian culture
could be realized but in part in the period
from 1945 to 1949. The notion that it was
right to establish a continuity between the
development up till 1918 and the one after
1945 is being criticized as well as the philo-
sophical denial of all the problems that
overshadowed the development of a prog-
ressive, Hungarian culture as characteristi-
cally bourgeois problems between the two
World Wars.

B. Szabé: Revolution and Communist Poli-
tics tn the Period Following the Liberation

The paper analyses the major compo-
nents of the social transformation of Hun-
gary, following World War II. It explains,
first of all, the character of the revolution
that evolved in the last stages of the war,



what phases it passed through. The paper
also indicates in what measure the Commu-
nist Party realized the requirements of
objective conditions, outlines the policy of
the party. The author points out, among
others, that a new type of revolution evol-
ved after the liberation: a popular democ-
ratic revolution, which brought about
suitable conditions for a transition to a
socialist revolution. Regarding the policy
of the party the papsr underlines that
following World War II, the possibility
was given for a peaceful development
of revolution, that a civil war could
be avoided this circumstance formed a ma-
jor component of this policy. It was a con-
clusion of this realization that even the so-
cialist purposes of the working class could
be achieved with the support of the great
non-proletarian masses and that this transi-
tion, the accomplishment of socialist trans-
formation would be a relatively slow, gradu-
al process, taking several years most prob-
ably, in the course of which it would be
unnecessary to overthrow the executive po-
wer but that the revolutionary democratic
dictatorship has to be developed into a dic-
tatorship of the proletariat. Author sum-
marizes his research in the subject matter
on basis of hitherto works. The article was
;;gbiished in English in ,,Acta Historica’,’
74.

I. Marvon: Reactionary, Conservative and
Revolutionary Anti-Imperialist Nationalism
in the Qountries of the Third World

Author emphasizes the idea that Marxist
research has to pay a growing attention to
the superstructures of the Third World
Countries and the politico-ideological conf-
licts to be observed in these, to:

a) Facilitate revolutionary nationalists
to adopt Marxist positions by responding
in the Marxist mode to the problems of dia-
lectics of the general and the spa3cifie,

b) Expose the false and mystifying inter-
protations relating to social developmoant,
the causes of underdevelopmsnt and the
modes of winding it up, by paying special
abtent;xon to the crlblclsm regarding ,,new
leftist’”’ or Trotskyst thesss,

¢) Earich Marxist thsory by entiching
the Third World itself through Marxist
responses to the problems of developing
countries.

Author also analyzes ths peculiarities
and typas of nationalism. Over and above
recognizing the antiimozrialist character of
nationalism also regarding the period follo-
wing the overthrow of colonialism, it is

necessary to distinguish the reactionary,
conservative and revolutionary variants of
this antiimperialist nationalism. Author
analyses these with reference to three sub-
ject matters:

a) The interpretation of underdevelop-
meont and the modes to wind it up (a criti-
cism of Fanon’s, Gunder Frank’s and Samir
Amin’s theses);

b) The interpretation of the basic contra-
dictions of our age (a criticism of the thesis
dividing our world into proletarian and
bourgeois nations); and

¢) The interpretation of the dialectics of
the general and the speclflc (a criticism of
Sengor’s ,,Négritude” theory, of the Arab
fundamentalism and the  Arab ,»Socia-
lism™.)

In the closing part of the paper, author
endeavours to outline the characteristics
of the nationalist ideologies and political
trends of the Third World, on basis of
Lenin’s works about revolutionary democ-
rats.

Gydrgy Balizs: Particular ani Universal
Trends in the History of Ideas

The Christianity of St. Paul claimed a
special universalism: face to face with God
all people are equal, not only in social,
but in an ethnical sense as well. This change
represented a serious advance in an ethnical
sense, it dissolved for Christians the ethnic
limits of Judaism. At the same time it
represented a retreat from criticising social
injustice: it accepted and came to justify
slavery, which it had previously condem-
ned. This claim to equality, however, was
that of a small group, and existed in a short
period only between past and future poli-
tical particularism. From the third century
economical difficulties and mounting taxa-
tion deepened the contrasts between the
provinciae. The new centrifugal trends
needed ideological verification and found
them nowhere but in the theological
(christological) aims of Christianity. At
this tims, Constantine the Great — himself
not a Christian — made a public issue of
Christianity, and for the same reason,
wanted this religion to be homogenous.
But real trends opposed his wishes. The
Donatists in Africa, the Arians, later the
new Eastern Churches reduced the original
universalism to a non-spiritual goal, one
of power (above all local churches). And
os the social thought, lost in the Catholie
Church together with the territorial-
ethnical legacies, rose again in those hereti-
cal groups.
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J. Horvdth: On the Contentual Structure of
Marxist—Leninist Philosophy I—11.

In recent years heated discussions evol-
ved about the subject, structure of Mar-
xist — Leninist philosophy. The author, an
active participant of these discussions
elaborates in the present paper an idea of
his from 1968. According to the basic
thesis: Marxist— Leninist philosophy has
no isolated and isolatable ontology, gnoseo-
logy or philosophy-practice from the point
of branch of knowledge, at the same time,
however, one of the possible structures of
its content, still open to a many-sided ela-
boration is constituted by the subordi-
nation of its ontological, gnoseological as
well as practical aspects.

The expounding begins with a historical
analysis in the course of which the author,
bottoming also upon the method of textual
analysis demonstrates that the revolution
realized by Marx and Engels and developed
by Lenin brought about the elimination of
metaphysics in philosophy, on the one hand,
and that of ontology, gnoseology in their
former sense as well as the so-called practical
philosophies, on the other. A distinction is
made between the material branch of
knowledge structure of philosophy (e. g.
dialectical materialism; historical materia-
lism; ethics, ete.) as well as the contentual
structure (e. g. materialism and dialectics).
A specificity of the new philosophy is that
the contentual structure has come into
prominence.

From the point of branch of knowledge,
an isolated interpretation of either ontology
or gnoseology, or an interpretation over-
stressed at the expense of one or the other
can only lead to some old philosophical
errors — to speculative metaphysics or
subjectivist gnoseology. Restricting the
subject of Marxist— Leninist philosophy to
practice (the so-called man-centred or socio-
ontological interpretation) results in a sub-
jectivist, utopistic and in this form also a
metaphysical, speculative interpretation.
In Marxist—Leninist philosophy ,,ontolo-
gical” cannot mean the philosophical theo-
ry of existence, the philosophy principles
concerning existence. At the same time
neither is Marxist— Leninist philosophy
restricted to the theory of revolutionary
practice. Any material restriction can but
result in a fundamental-theoretical contra-
diction, first of all in the interpretation of
its basic contentual sides, of materialism
and dialectics.

The ontological, gnoseological and prac-
tical contentual sides, aspects of Marxist —
Leninist philosophy are based on the funda-
mental buttress of materialism and dialec-

.
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tics. Accordingly, the ontological conten-
tual aspect of Marxist—Leninist philoso-
phy suggests first of all that the world con-
cept, principles, theses and categories of
Marxist— Leninist philosophy are imma-
nent manifestations of the most general
definitions of nature, society, material and
awareness. The gnoseological contentual
side reveals that the world concept, the
principles and the categories are, at the
same time stepping stones of the historical
change, the development of cognition.
In the practical contentual side the fact is
expressed that our world concept, our
notions, theses are also products of the
change, the transformation of the world.
In a complete contentual evolving of Mar-
xist — Leninist philosophy all three aspects
have to be asserted in case of each principle,
thesis and category.

The first part of the present paper, giving
a historical survey and the raising of the
question, had been published in the pre-
vious issue (1974, No. 6.).

A. Volezer: On the Question of the Concept of
Object and Subject I—11.

The paper falls into three chapters. In the
first the author — leaning on the positive
results of the special literature of recent
years — defines, first of all, the two con-
cepts and characterizes them as correlating
categories. The distinctive trait of the cor-
relation between the object and the subject
is seen in the fact that this relation is sub-
jectcentric in a specific way as it is consti-
tuted by the subject’s activity, both histori-
cally and in our days. In possession of this
knowledge it is possible to perceive cor-
rectly the special function of these two
categories in our philosophy: their expres-
sing the relationship of man and the world
from the side of a historically evolving and
increasingly conscious human activity.
After establishing the above author also
pays attention to the fect that ,,object”
and ,,subject’ are not only two philosophi-
cal concepts but also two philosophical
terms. This differentiation is indicated
because the expressions ,,object” and ,,sub-
jeet” occur in our philosophy not only in
the content defined in the study, viz. they
are not only monosemantic but also polyse-
mantic terms of our philosophy, valuated
by the author as a negative phenomenon.

In the second chapter, the dimension of
the two categories is studied. In a more
general approximation and on the basis of
the afore determinations, author delimits
the concept of ,,object’” from that of the
material and the external world on the one




hand and analyses, on the other, the rela-
tionship between the concept of ,,subject

and that of awareness, man and society.
In this connection it is also pointed out
that the monosema,ntlc application of the
two terms — ,,object’” and ,,subject” —
is not only an abstract requirement but also
has its realistic conditions. In a more cone-
rete approximation, author underlines the
prevailing relativity of the scope of the
object and the subject.

Chapter three discusses the problem of
the nature of the two categories, alluding
to the question of the actual content of the
object — subject relationship. At this point
author endevours, among others, to define
in an exact way the meanmg of ,,ontologi-
cal” and ,,gnoseological”’, ecriticizes the
views that regard the ob]ect and the sub-
ject, with a certain prejudice, as gnoseologi-
cal categories. As a conclusion, by analysing
the real content of the object — subject
relationship author draws the conclusion
that the two categories have to be regarded
in our philosophy as special ontological
(socio-ontological) categories, having also a
gnoseological function.

J. Illy: Einstein’s Alienation from Positi-
vism

In the beginning Einstein, out of sym-
pathy for Mach, criticized Plancks anti-
positivism and took the former’s part in the
Mach-Planck discussion. However, already
beginning from 1907, a non-positivistic
thoughts can be detected in his articles and
it came to a break in 1921. From the point
of philosophy this was due to the fact that
Einstein attributed a higher importance to
the intuition of the researcher than did
Mach and also, because he maintained that
,»Denk-Okonomie’’ was a logical principle
and not a psychological economy. Besides,
the necessity of Riemann’s metrics wea-
kened the positivist requirement of the
direct graphic meaning of coordinates.
As a physical cause Einstein’s growing con-
viction played a role according to which
reality selects some of the many possible
descriptions of phenomena and, in this way
the fundamental idea of positivism is wea-
kened according to which the diversity of
theoretical systems results in their unrelia-
bility from the point of ontology, and,
finally, the disavowal of any ontology.
This conviction of Einstein was formed by
Poincaré’s severly formulated conventiona-
lism, as a negative factor, and the success
of a specific and later on a general theory
of relativity, as a positive factor. As a con-
sequence Einstein’s views approached those
of Planck.

K. Solt: Gorski’s Paper on the Definitions
Used in Physics

In his paper, D. P. Gorski analyses
— among others — the difference in
definitions used in mathematics and in
physics. Physical research is much more
complex than mathematical research. Phy-
sical research and thus the language of
physics has a number of different levels to
which different types of definitions are
suitable. Other defmltlons are used at the
»empirical level” of physma,l research than
at its ,,theoretical level”. Suitable defini-
tions guarantee a close rela,tlonship bet-
ween theory and expenence — Author
introduces Bridgman’s operational defini-
tions. In the course of critical analysis both
the strong and the weak points of this con-
ceptlon are shown. — The so-called ,,cons-
titutive definitions”, e. g. ,,force equals
acceleration multiplied by mass”’. Constitu-
tive definitions illustrate the meaning of a
physical quantity on basis of the knowledge
of the meaning of other physical quantities.

Jdnos Kelemen: Condsllac’s Theory on Lan-
guage, as the Analysis of Thinking

The study forms part of a major work
which endeavours to reconstruct the struc-
ture of traditional language-concept, form
Descartes to Rousseau. It is based on two
central theorems: the teaching regarding
the private character of the language as
well as the primacy of thinking concerning
the language. Condillac is characterized by
the author as a representative of Locke’s
kind of traditional language-concept, who,
at the same time is also a precursor of
modern teaching which believes in the
unity of language and thinking and the
social character of language. Author proves
that there are two parallel la.nguage con-
cepts to be found in Condillac’s life-work:
the concept, according to which the lan-
guage is the analysis of thinking, and the
traditional concept. It follows in a logical
way from the first that thinking is delinea-
ted by the language and thus, through the
addition of further 1elat10nsh1ps privatism
can be omitted. Condillac’s modern con-
cept is represented by ,,Essal sur lorlgme
des connaissances humaines’ written in his
youth, while ,,Traité des sensations’ can be
regarded as a step backwards. Author gives
a detailed analysis of the edifying causes of
this rescission as well as about the further
part of the first concept in Condillac’s
gramma,tlc, logics, and in ,,Langue des cal-
culs”. A detailed investigation is given
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about Condillac’s symxotlcs and the con-
cept of ,,genius of languages” which author
regards as the summary of empiric tradition
conceptualising the diversenessoflanguages

K. Havas: Philosophical Logic

The swift development of the literature
in the subject matter of ,,Pnilosophical
Logic” (= PL in the following) can be
regarded as an opposition to the anti-philo-
sophy attitude of neopositivism. Logicians
realize once again that logic can be used as
an effective means when solving philosophy
problems on the one hand, and that a part
of logical problems are in close relation
with the answers to gnoseological, ontologi-
cal problems, on the other.

The term ,,Phllosophlca.l Logic” is used
with different meanings in present day lite-
rature of logic. The paper emphasizes the
following meanings: 1) PL studies the forms
and laws of reasoning which are suitable

moans to aquire true knowledge. Mathema-
tical logic supplies mathematical tools for
this analysis. A part of the theses of PL can
be penetrated by interpreting the laws of
logical mathematical systems as the law of
reasoning. Philosophical logic can be de-
veloped in the most fruitful way through
the intercorrelation of formal and unformal
theories. 2) Philosophical logic is not only
the theory of reasoning but it also studies
knowledge manifested in a linguistic form
(concepts, statements, theories) to reveal
the msthods of cognition in which these
forms are applied. 3) It is the task of PL
to compare the results obtained in different
logical systems. The philosophy of logic
forms a part of PL.

The paper criticizes the views that oppose
PL to formal logic, the psychologist school
of thought of PL, as well as the one that
denotes by the term of ,,Philosopical
Logic” certain chapters of modern logic
deemed suitable for philosophical applica-
tion.
