SUMMARY

Ivdn Vitdnyi: Civilization, education and general education of people

Today in Hungary it became conspicuous also in the social practice a notion, that
of the so-called ,,kézmiivel6dés’. It may be rendered into English with the aid of a
compound expression: ,,general cultural activity of the people”. The fact mentioned
above accounts particularly for the theoretical approach of the concept. It became
necessary to make clear the terminology.

Though the paper does not remain at all merely a terminological one. It does not
want to give a new definition (after so many ones) of civilization, but attempts to give
the dimensions by the aid of which the concept may be understood. The fundamental
dimensions it lays down in a relation between Man (the individuals and communities
of society) and the objectivation created by Man from the object. Here the objectiva-
tion creates the relation of man to man.

From this point of view can be deduced the other determinant features of civilizati-
on (e. g. that it consists both of activities and things), and the concrete determinant
of other features of the same sort. According to this the paper sums up briefly the
relations between object and objectivation, the individual and objectivation, activity
and objectivation. It sums up too the main endeavours of the special literature of
civilization and education, and the connections and differences between the concepts
of civilization and education. All this happens certainly with the claim, to find the
pivotal question of the problem in the Marxist definitions of the notions occurring in
this system of concepts.

Addm Wirth: The role of philosophy in the ideological struggle of today

The building up of the well developed socialist society makes great ideological demands
in the socialist countries, so in Hungary too. This process postulates the strengthening
of the socialist ideology, and the struggle against the remains of the bourgeois ideology.
At the same time under the circumstances of the peaceful coexistence the importance
of the ideological struggle assumes considerable international proportions too. Philo-
sophy plays a specific part in the international ideological struggle. The function of the
bourgeois philosophy is to support the bourgeois ideology in a transformed world situa-
tion. This situation is characterized by the incapacity of the bougeois ideology for the
traditional defence of the capitalistic social order. This ideology has to take into account
the increasing intellectual attractiveness of Marxism too. In this situation the ,imma-
nent” criticism and philosophical reinterpretetion of Marxism became necessarily conspi-
cious. This happens also in the way, that bourgeois ideologists try to ,,pluralize’’ Marxism
i. e. to conform it to the various tendencies of contemporary bourgeois philosophy (exis-
tentialism, structuralism, phenomenology). In ,,pluralizing” and reinterpretating Mar-
xism the bourgeois marxologists find allies also among the revisionists of today. So in
defending and spreading Marxism it is one of the pivotal questions the disclosure of
the endeavours in ,,pluralizing’ Marxism, and the consequent and unambiguous expli-
cation of the philosophical essence of Marxism. Nowadays philosophy became necessarily
conspicuous also from the point of view of the immanent development of Marxism. The
new questions of the social practice and the development of science, by which the creative
theoretical work of Marxism is confronted today, set more sharpened ideological and met-
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hodological problems. The right ideological, philosophical and methodological starting
point has a deciding part from the qoint of view of the consequent Marxist solution of
these new questions. The philosophical work came into prominence because of the large
— scale spread of Marxism and the socialist transformation of the social consiousness too.

Zoltdn Novdk: George Lukdcs about the theoretical problems of the cinema-art

Although the theoretical questions of the screen have not become in the centre of
Lukédcs’s interest, the paper shows, that he outlined his opinion about the aesthetical
problems of the cinematic art between 1913 and 1971. : ‘

The paper differentiates between five periods in the connection of Lukédcs and the
screen on the basis of the nature of the problems and according to the intensity ha was
interested in them. It treats only slightly other questions, which are in strict connec-
tion with this problem. These periods and the problems related to them are as follows:

1. The period between 1913 and 1918 (Lukécs wrote his article entitled The poetics
of screen in 1913. This article deals with the aesthetical essence of the ,,movie’); -
. 2. The period between the Hungarian Soviet Republic (1919) and the beginning of
the thirties, which is characterized by & more practical then theoretical attitude; -

3. from the end of the preceding period to the middle of the fifties, when the problems
of the montage and the question of the photo-like representation are dominant;

4. from the middle of the fifties until the publication of the work entitled ,,The essence
of aesthetics’ (Az esztétikum sajétossdga). g‘his part of the paper deals with the corres-
pondence between Lukdocs and Istvdn Mészdros; it treasts the ,,debate” between Lukédcs
and U. Barbaro and that part of The essence of aesthetics, which-deals with the screen;

5. finally, the fifth part of the paper treats the declarations of Lukédcs, made in his
last years to the Hungarian journal Filmkultura and to the French Television. .

Discussing the work of Lukdcs as it is mentioned above, the author attempts to scetch
the development of Lukdcs’s theoretical conception of the cinematic art. This concep-
tion has contradictions from many points of wiew: it contradicts not only the general
aesthetical standpoint, but is inconsistent too. It implies valuable results in a lot of
partieular questions, and it is significant more in its entirety, in its connections, then
in periods of it. The author emphasizes the importance of the change in Lukdcs’s opinions:
he started from the aesthetics of the ,,movie’’ and attained the view, that the cinematic
art has unlimited possibilities. :

Ldszlé F. Foldényi: The inconsistency of the ideal and the real in the work of Ruskin -

In my paper about John Ruskin I tried to search for the links, by which the oeuvre
of Ruskin is connected to the European thought of the 19-th century. Ruskin was di-
rected unambiguosuly towards romantical anti-eapitalism by his enthusiasm about the
Middle Ages before Rafael and by his scornful and radical refusal of the social conditions
of the 19-th century England. All the contradictions between his papers about art, eco-
nomic and social conditions and about everyday life are merely apparent; they are syn-
thesized by this tendency. In his own age his works were enormously popular. The source
of this fact is first of all their sharp critical spirit. But Ruskin lost his popularity ra-
pidly despite of this critical spirit. This was the result of his ignoring the fundamental
social conflicts, and without the analysis of them he attained only specious solutions.
Ruskin’s false radicalism fitted in the established order well, in spite of his subjective
intentions, and this led to the dimming of his theory. Though nowadays we may be
witnesses of the renaissance of Ruskin all over Europe. This has its cause only partly
in the revival of the theoretical connections. It is based much more on the artistical
analyses, which are attractively profound, although the theory got dusty, and which
are fascinating with their thoroughness for the reader of today too.

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. Mdrton Kaposi: The manifestation of the main characteristics of the decadent bourgeois
‘ ' philosophy in the system of Benedetto Croce

The paper gives an overall picture of the philosohical system of Croce. This system
has an aesthetical starting-point. The author emphasizes those characteristics of it, which
are the general features of the bourgeois philosophy in the 20-th century, but Croce
asserts them in an exceedingliy specific way. These features are: a subjective-idealistic
starting-point, complicatedly formed irrationalism, the loosening of dialectics until this
reaches relativism, detachment from the most progressive bourgeois foregoers and anti-
Marxism. They are to be found both in Croce’s phenomenological method and in his
system, which tends to be a combination of theory and practice. The whole theory itself
has not a definite shape; it is eclectic in & way that its' dominant motive takes form
as a subjective idealism of the Kantian type. This moderately subjective-idealistic
framework is the basis of a secondary structure, whose elements are: spontaneous mate-
rialism, which acknowledges the material basis of historical intuition, objective idealism,
which puts in the centre the pure idea in a platonizing-hegelizing way, and a Marxist-
like conception, which declares, that morals are determined by economy. On the basis
mentioned above the philosophy of Croce does not stand near the foregoers who he
accepts (Vico, Hegel, De Sanctis), but stands near some of the contemporary bour-
geois tendencies: neokantianism (as he interprets the Beautiful, the Truth, the
Useful and the Good as absolute values) to the pragmatism (inasmuch as he nar-
rows the practice into individualism and practicism) and the existentialism of Sartre,
(as he interprets the individual as someone, who creates his world, but is inclosed in it
fatalistically). He refuses Marxism fundamentally, the partial relationship of his sys-
tem to it is merely a formal one.

Tibor Szabs: Gramsci-interpretations and some theoretical questions of
differentiation between the periods of his work

The author tries to describe the main problems of the reconstruction of Gramsci’s
posthumus work. He attaches much importance to asserting Gramsci’s own methodolo-
gical principles about the examination of the philosophy of praxis, which are:

to reconstruct the biography,

to put even the writings o{ less importance into chronological order,

to examine the thought always in its movement and development. Otherwise the
danger of false or deformed interpretation arises — without mentioning deliberate
misinterpretations in connection with Gramsci’s work. The reconstruction of his life and
thoughts suffered a considerable delay, and this means a great problem. The originality
of his thoughts was not obvious in the first period of his influence on Italian and Euro-
pean culture. His proper place in the history of philosophy and in the social practice
of the international workers’ movement was appreciated only after 1956 without rhetorics.
Then, after the death of Togliatti, the continuation and renewal of Gramsci-interpre-
tations had begun, which this time was based on a profound knowledge of the proble-
matics of his works. A new turning point is likely to come in the present with the pub-
lishing of & critical edition of his prison writings.

Endre Farkas: Qleaning in the ethical heritage of Marx and Engels

The paper — which is a part of the author’s monography in preparation — raises
some general theoretical problems of the ethical heritage of Marx and Engels.

First he takes up the position on the question, whether it does or does not exist such
an ethical heritage, and verifies — in particular in the Capital — that the following
question exists: what is the content of marxist ethics? Further he analyses the following
problems: 1. the questions (in principle and practically) of free commitment and commit-
ted freedom; 2. the dialectics of ends-means-results (i. e. how do they correspond to
one another); 3. the problem of the unity of solidarity and rich individual (according
to the author the false dilemme of altruism-egoism is replaced by this problem). He
contrasts his theoretical theorems to the facts of today, and verifies by this also, that
the ethical heritage of the classics is something which lives, and directs us in the prac-
tical problems of the present.
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Madria Makai: For the marxzist interpretation of teleology

The paper has been prepared on the occasion of the international symposium of
the theory of science, organized by the Finnish Philoso(ghical Society in 1974. The theme
of the symposium was a group of problems, raised by G. H. Wright, in his book entitled
Explanation and Understanding. First of all the theoretical and methodological ques-
tions of causality and teleology were discussed.

The author hints at the fact too, that the scientific, Marxist theory of the questions
of teleology requires a materialistic ontology inspired with a historical view. Further the
paper deseribes some socio-historical determinations of the finalistic structure, inherent
in the practical syllogism. It acknowledges some rightful elements in the point of view
of von Wright, who criticizes the classical concept of hermeneutics. On the other hand
the author emphasizes, that, if the social laws are ousted from the interpretation of tele-
ology — in the spirit of the old dichotomy of nature and society — there is no possi-
bility of understanding the whole of the finalistic structure.

Tamds Féldesi: About the interpretation of the principle ,knowability”
in the Marxist philosophy “

This brief article represents a special literary genre. In 1971 the author published a
book about the modern problems of ,,knowability”. In his article on the one hand he
attempts to give an answer to the book-reviews, and on the other hand he considers
{,)hose problems, which emerged in the verbal discussions after the publishing of the

ook,

First of all he treats the question, whether the suggestions, presented in the book
in order to modernize the principle of , knowability”’, can result a disguised agnosticism.
In connection with this the author tries to interpretate more exactly the following
technical terms: the so-called world, and world, .He makes an attempt at pointing
out, that the definition of the notion of world, does not lead to an analitical proposi-
tion, and the restriction of the ,,knowability’’ — principle on world, is not an agnostical

view. In this connexion he discusses in detail the Hegelian conception of the so-called
‘bad infinity. : -

Istvdn Balogh: About the law of the negation of negation

The classics of Marxism have held the law of the negation of negation as one of the
fundamental laws of dialectics — in agreement with Hegel. Nevertheless, several questions
were put recently, whether this law has or has not a universal character. Examining the
grounding of the doubts we may point out, that the interpretation of the law of the
negation of negation is the point, where the dialectical and metaphysical methods have
the sharpest conflict with each other. This is the explanation of the fact, that although
the law mentioned above had always its place in the compendia, the law of the negation
of negation today is ,,hardly more, than the enumeration of examples”. In reality the
negation of negation is the law of the transition from a direct state of things into a secon-
dary, intricate state of them. The latter remains abstract, if it is attained without this
law, and the interpretation of the law of the negation of negation, which does not lead
to a state mentioned above, becomes formal. The paper enlights in detail the formal and
dialectical concepts of the negation of negation.

Ldszlo Fejér: ,,Zero-growth” or ,organic development”? Different world-models on the
same ideological ground

The study of Meadows and his team entitled ,,The limits of growth” and the book of
M. Mesarovic and E. Pestel: ,,Mankind on a turning-point. The second report on the world
situation to the Club of Rome’ have been perhaps the two most important attempts to
create a futurological model recently in the special literature of futurology. In these two
papers there are futurological and methodological results and original conclusions concern-
ing the conceptional questions of the futurological models. This is why it is not by chance,
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that the specialists of futurology all over the world (the Hungarians too), are keenly
interested in the two models.

The paper examines the world-models of the zero-growth and that of the organic
development from the point of view of their ideological and political aspects. First of all
it attempts to answer the question, what are the ideological principles of the two world-
models, and what is their factual ideological function in the struggle of the two world
systems. Analysing the two models we may answer the question as follows: both of them
hides a view of society and history of an idealistic type, and this view is essentially
identical in them. Further they are an apology of capitalism. The Meadows-model has
new results in the futurology first of all in the modelling of the dynamics of systems.
The model of the organic development compared with this surpasses the other one,
concerning the elaboration of the principles of regional, multi-levelled modelling, but it
does not surpass it from an ideological point of view.

Katalin G. Havas: The concept of ,,Philosophical Logic” in the Soviet special literature

In the Soviet literature of Logic the philosophical terms ,,Philosophical Logic’’ and
»Dialectical Logic” are used usually in an equivalent sense. The paper discusses the
question, what were the standpoints of the classics of Marxism concerning Dialectical
Logic. It finds, that according to these standpoints some opinions, establishing contra-
diction between Formal and Dialectical Logic are not justified — although these opinions
were shared by Marxist philosophers at a certain time. In the contemporary Soviet
Ehilgsophy there are the following typical views on the subject matter of Dialectical

ogic:

%? There is no difference between Dialectical Logic (DL) and dialecties, it is the same
gcience i.e. it is the science of the most general laws of development in Nature, Society and
Thought.

2\%L is the dialectical method of scientific cognition. Its task is to search for the
presuppositions of acquireing truth. These presuppositions are beyond the question,
whether our inferences are or are not valid.

3. DL examines the laws, according to which reasoning develops. It discusses the
question too, how do we acquire our knowledge.

4. DL is the dialectical and materialistic metatheory of Logic.
