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Endréné Székely: The Role of Education
in the Socialist Transformation of Society

In thisstudy, both the scientific-technolo-
gical revolution and the changes in the
structure and contents of educational sys-
tems are conceived as relatively indepen-
dent parts of the transitional process in
world history from capitalism into com-
munism, a process which is the basic pur-
port of our age. The above two phenomena,
both in their interdependence and in their
relation to the process of socio-economic
change as well as to the revolutionary prac-
tice of transformation and self-transforma-
tion, are treated by the author with
reference to Marx and Lenin’s interpretati-
on of the transitory age and to Lenin’s
programme which is relevant to the whole
of this historical period.

The Hungarian schooling system is
examined in order to find out the extent
to which it performs its basic function as an
agent of culture and of education, and
therefore of economy and social policy. An
attempt is made to discover the roots,
as well as ways for the resolution, of
the contradictions that appear between
the results, perspectives, real possibilities
of the socialist development of man and
society in Hungary on one hand, and the
effectiveness, in a socialist sense, of the
institutionalized education of the new
generation on the other.

Finally, the author briefly surveys the
common and general tendencies and prob-
lems, as well as those specific of the socio-
economic system, which have occurred in
the course of modernizing the schooling
system in our age of a more vigorous prog-
ress of the scientific-technological revolu-
tion.

Gyirgy Fukdsz: On the Concept of Way
of Life: a Philosophical Approach

Undertaking investigations into the
basic philosophical problems of way of
life, the study singles out questions of

defining the concept. A survey of attempts
to date at definition is offered with special
regard to obstacles confronting present
day research. Related concepts (standard
of living, life-style, quality of life ete.)
are also tackled. The definition of way of
life is to emerge through several levels such
as an empirical-descriptive, a working
hypothetical, a sociological, and a philo-
sophical level. The complex nature of way
of life provides grounds for stating that
the corresponding concept is to be characte-
rized as a totality, and its various strata
(work, leisure, public activities, the inter-
personal field) are analyzed as well as its
areas of manifestation (individual, society,
class, small group). In studying the philo-
gophical and methodological principles
of research in way of life, emphasis is
placed on the requirements of the dialectic
of Sein and Sollen. The analysis of the
gocialist way of life involves the question
of what its socialist character consists in.
The laws of the evolution of the socialist
way of life are eventually investigated,
pointing out the law of uneven develop-
ment. The study then comes to summing
up the axiological foundations of the socia-
list way of life.

Miklés Szdnté :
Reflections on the Socialist Way of Life

Tt is both one of the most essential aims
and a characteristic feature of the process
of building up developed socialism that
the socialist way of life gains prominence.
It is a difficult and complicated task to
bring it about, unsettled questions are
numerous. In examining some key prob-
lems of the historical progress of the socia-
list way of life, the author distinguishes
four points of interest.

The part titled ,,Way of Life and Activi-
ties” after having stated that the way of
life is a specific totality of essential, re-
current activities, tacles four basic dimen-
sions of the latter category: the objects
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of activities, their intensity, motives, and
their meaning for society as well as for the
subject.

Under the second title ,,Way of Life and
Set of Values” it is emphasized that for the
socialist way of life to become an interior-
ized force is a long process. ,,The series of
values is itself composed of heterogeneous
constituents and people do not acquire all
of them together in a balanced way.
Instead, development is characteristically
uneven in each respect of the value compo-
nent (doing what?), the social strata
(who?), the standard (how?) and the tempo
(whent?).

In the part ,,Way of Life and Life Con-
ditions”, the author points out that within
the system of life conditions of the way of
life, ,,the various conditions are not of
equal force, neither are they of equal
influence. The different conditions have a
direct and an indirect influence on the
way of life, and indirect influence itself
may be of one or more grades.”

The last part ,,Way of Life and Historical
Approach” investigates some traits of
our transitory society, considering the
fact that way of life is an historical cate-

gory.

Zsuzsa Lengyel: Some Factors Influencing
Cooperative Peasants’ Way of Life

The objective of this writing is to
examine some of the phenomena that exer-
cise effects on the way workers of agricul-
tural cooperatives live. It is noted and
shown that the evolution of these factors,
as well as the rise of their effects, are found
to be gradual and that the life of coop
peasantry is as yet greatly influenced by
the still existing differences between
agriculture and industry, between rural
and urban areas.

The article brings into its scope the im-
pact of the specific features of agricultural
cooperatives, first and foremost the implica-
tions of the particular kinds of social strata
that are called forth by the special forms of
employment and attachment to the coops,
and by the existence of household plots in
independent use.

Among the factors contributing to the
recent changes in the way of life of coopera-
tive poasants, attention is paid to the pro-
ductive activities of cooperatives, the
development of their democracy, partici-
pation in social benefits, the increase in
the role of schooling and training, the
changes in the place of women and youth,
and to the way the increased incomes are
utilized, and the conditions of a more
cultured life are provided.
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It is eventually demonstrated that the
tempo of the changes in the way of life of
coop peasantry has in the past years
accelerated and the socialistic traits have
got more marked. At the same time it is
characteristic of coop peasants’ way of
life that the old and the new features are
mixed up in it to a considerable degree.

Emil Nagy: Glosses on Our Classics’
Concept of Way of Life

The classics of Marxism —Leninism did
not produce works specifically and exclusi-
vely devoted to the problems of way
of life, which is also a fact to contribute to
the misbelief that no significant preliminary
elaboration of the question by the classics is
available. This author, however, through
his analyses first of all of the ,,Economic
and Philosophical Manuscripts”, the ,,Con-
dition of the Working Class in England”,

»The German Ideology”’, the ,,Grundrisse:
Introduction to the Critique of Political
Economy”’, and the ,,Capital”’, as well as of
some works and articles of Lenin, seeks to
prove that the estimation and interpretati-
on of way of life is a therne that constitutes,
in the work of Marx, Engels, and Lenin, a
distinctly consequent body of thought that
is inseparable from their critique of capi-
talist society, and from the revolutionary
programme of building up socialism and
then, of communism, i. e. a programme of
creating a historically new type of way of
life. The theoretical and methodological
theses that were elaborated are, then, an
ample source for nowadays’ Marxist stu-
dents of way of life. For our present purpo-
ses, especially valuable are Lenin’s wri-
tings dated 1917 to 1924, which, while
rendering the day’s recent experiences of
the very first steps in forming the new way
of life, also formulate esential, lawlike
features of this social process of apparently
a long span.

Sandor Buiti: The Determinacy of the Forma-
tion of Inanimate Levels. The Necessary
Actuation of the ,,Improbable”.

The author examines the determinacy
of phenomena of processes in view of the
existence of the various phenomena of the
material world. Exposition proceeds from
the abstract to the exploration of the con-
crete. Besides making attempts at inter-
preting certain problems (e. g. on different
levels of generality, what are the grounds of
the determinacy of the existence of pheno-
mena), he underlines as most essential



that in the different phases of the formation
process of higher and higher levels, the
relevant laws of probability undergo neces-
sary 1 wdifications. The author seeks to
detect how a phenomenon that is in some

respect ,,improbable’’ becomes commonly
widespread, or why a particular necessarily
turns to general or what is random to
necessary and so on.
