B The Trial of Mindszenty

Keywords: Jézsef Mindszenty, Communist
regime, Catholic Church, show trials

On December 26, 1948, Cardinal Mind-
szenty, Archbishop of Esztergom and
Prince-Primate of Hungary, was arrested by
the Communist government. He was
sentenced to life imprisonment, deprivation
of political rights and confiscation of all
personal property on February 8, 1949. His
trial and condemnation were meant to send
multiple messages: the exclusion of Ca-
tholics from public life and the political
isolation of the Catholic Church; the issuing
of a threat to the priests of Hungary and
other Eastern-European countries; the
general demonstration of the fact that no
ecclesiastical establishment or member of
the clergy is safe from Communist power; to
disclaim the moral authority of the US and
the West by showing that the beneficiaries
of political power can violate religious
freedom with impunity, they can ignore
public opinion and infringe upon the rights
of citizens.

B Arcs and Breakpoints in the Political
Carreer of Janos Kaddar (1912-1989)
Keywords: social consensus, peace, econo-
my, intellectuals, political freedom, Hunga-
rian minority, dictatorial measures

On his 70" birthday, Kadar could count
social consensus among the achievements,
yet only because he was aware of the fact
that time began to erode social peace, which
has been so difficultly realized. The reasons
for this erosion were twofold. For one, the
economy has stagnated for years. For a large
part of the intellectual community, the
status quo and the levelling social politics
associated with it began to seem unsatis-
factory, because it limited them in the
actualization of their full potential. These
groups were increasingly cramped by the
inhibition of private initiative and by the
lack of political freedom. On the other
hand, the contrast between the situation of
Hungarians within and beyond the borders
also increased. The public opinion of
intellectuals urged the Hungarian govern-
ment to take action against the oppression
of Hungarian minorities living abroad, yet
the government remained cautious. The
regime of Kadar did not take violent mea-
sures against the civic opposition during its
process of formation, because the recourse
to dictatorial measures would have signi-

fied an admission of the crisis. Hungary, as
well as Kadar himself, could not take the
step back to a practice already transcended,
and neither Hungarian society, nor the
international public opinion would have
tolerated it.

B The Batthyaneum from Alba Iulia
(Gyulafehérvar)

Keywords: Igndc Batthydany, Alba Iulia (Gyu-
lafehérvdr), Batthyaneum, Roman Catho-
licism, science, nationalization

Count Ignac Batthyany (1741-1798) was the
Bishop of Transylvania from 1780 until his
death. Before his death, he had made a
foundation for the custody, the conserva-
tion and further administration of the so-
called ‘Batthyaneum’; an institution he had
established himself, which was comprised
of a library, natural history and antique
collections, an astronomical observatory
and a printing press. He stipulated that the
Batthyaneum shmould be open for people
interested in science, regardless of their
religion. According to his last will, the
institution serving his church and his
‘province’ was to be directed by the
subsequent Bishops, the Chapter of
Transylvania and the Roman Catholic
Status. Batthyany also stipulated that so
long as the governor (Gubernator) of the
Great Principality of Transylvania would be
a person of Roman Catholic religion, he
should have the control over the institution
as well. The bishop’s final wish was
respected until 1948, when the Batthya-
neum was nationalized. The institution was
put under the state's administration without
taking into consideration the fact that it
functioned as the library of the Institute of
Catholic Theology, it was part of its buil-
ding, and that it was meanwhile enriched
with many episcopal and canonical lega-
cies. Today, the Batthyaneum is a section of
the Romanian National Library (Biblioteca
Nationald a Roméaniei, Bucharest).

B “Obliged to Fulfill Their Obligations”:
On the New Romanian Civil Code
Keywords: Romanian Civil Code, moderni-
zation, judicial reform, European Union, bin-
ding obligations, commercial impracticability
The first day of October 2011 marks the
entering into force of the new Romanian
Civil Code. The main subject of this article
is the binding effect of the contract. The
rights and obligations created trough the
contract must be respected and performed
accurately. The binding character of the
contract is mandatory for the judges as
well, the judge cannot amend the contract;
eventually, through interpretation, he
establishes the precise content of the not so
clear clauses. However, the new Civil Code
introduced a new regulation regarding the
judicial amendment of contracts in case of
frustration of contract (commercial imprac-
ticability). These new rules expressly create
— if the conditionality, inspired by the text
of the Draft Common Frame of Reference
(DCFR), is met — the possibility for the judges
to suspend, modify or cease the contract,
and this is an exception from the binding
effect of the contract, respectively a strong
intervention into the private autonomy of
persons.
