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A poděbradi érában a katolikusok többsége a szent háborút már 
nem tartotta megbízható eszköznek, véleményük szerint a háborúkban 
alkalmazott embertelen eszközök megfosztják a háborút annak szent 
voltától. Egyre több katolikus vélte úgy, hogy a szent háborúba hívás 
helyett, az egyén döntse el szabad akaratából, hogy részt óhajt-e venni 
a harcban.

A tanulmány befejező szakaszában a szerző a nemesi háborút és 
erőszakot a változó társadalmi viszonyok kontextusában mutatja be. 
Csehországban a 15. század első felét a konfliktusok egyéni rendezése 
jellemezte, de a század végére ez a trend megfordult. A nemesi ethoszt 
vallási és világi meggyőződés kombinációja alakította, amelyben foko-
zatosan tisztult ki a nemesi jog fogalma a politikai és a szociális rend 
felfogásaként. Bár béke idején a bíróságok döntöttek a konfliktusok ren-
dezéséről, mégis előfordultak egyéni erőszakos megoldások is. IV. Ven-
cel és Zsigmond király egyezségével összhangban az országgyűlésen 
összegyűlt urak döntést hoztak alapvető jogi eszköz alkalmazásáról a 
bíróságon kívüli egyéni megoldások és a kimerítő nemesi harcok meg-
szüntetése érdekében. A kor azonban kedvezett a bevett erőszakos eljá-
rásoknak és a háborúk is hosszú ideig gátolták a jogi megoldás érvénybe 
lépését. 

A huszita korban a vallási különbségeket kiküszöbölve a nemes-
ség ún. „gyűléseket” tarthatott, ahol fegyver és vérontás nélkül oldhatták 
meg konfliktusaikat. A nemesi háború résztvevői a huszita Csehország-
ban is betartották az udvariassági és szokásjogokat, mindazonáltal alkal-
mazta a bevett gyakorlatot, az erőszakot is. 

A  jihlavai szerződést követően a nemesség is erősen törekedett a 
vallási együttélés szabályainak kidolgozására.  

A nemesi erőszak mint lovagi ideál fokozatosan jogi normarend-
szerré alakult. A gazdasági okok és a társadalmi változások a nemesség 
háborús küldetésének módosulásához vezettek, amelynek következté-
ben a közvetlen erőszak szilárd hatalmi, társadalmi struktúrává alakult.

The Importance and Future of Gibraltar as a British Overseas

The study presents the history of 
Gibraltar, its place and importance within the colonial empire, its sovereignty dispute 
with Spain and the local self-determination issues. Interest in the territory has been 
boosted in the wake of the 2016 Brexit vote because as a result of the decision, this terri-
tory neighbouring Spain will leave the European Unit, along with the United Kingdom. 
The paper reviews the possible implications of Gibraltar’s exit from the EU and the Sin-
gle Market.

Attachment and Identity – The Parliamentary Representation of 
Ethnic Minorities from the Perspective of the Concept of Identity 
and their Relation to the Kin-State

The identity and the relation of ethnic minorities to their kin-states constitute a popular 
topic in academic literature. In this paper we examine the parliamentary representa-
tion of ethnic minorities living in Hungary from these two perspectives. We conduct 
our research at two levels. First, we explore the possible root causes of the low level of 
participation of ethnic minorities in parliamentary elections in relation to their identity. 
Second, we examine the parliamentary activity of minority spokespersons concerning 
their ’kin-state’.

Assessment Criteria in Mixed Marriage Research

general consensus among researchers about the fact that mixed marriages constitute an 
important part of the relationship between the minority and the majority nation. However, 
researchers would largely disagree as to whether these relationships have a rather positive 
or negative effect on minority communities. The study summarizes the methodology and 
results of research carried out on mixed marriages concluded in the Carpathian Basin and 
the West Balkans. It devotes particular attention to the presentation of the approaches and 
results of research examining Hungarian–Serb mixed marriages.

The Correspondence of a Soroksár Family Repatriated to Germany 
(1946-1949)

The analysis of the letters owned by the German ethnic region house (tájház) of Soroksár 
is a powerful piece, which draws its authenticity from the details. For today’s sensitive 
and intellectually aware readers, it brings alive a tragic event that took place seven dec-
ades ago: the calvary of an ethnic group and how the members of this group took root 
slowly but unstoppably in the war-eroded soil of their old-time motherland (Germany) 
left behind more than two centuries earlier.
From the letters unfolds the personal tragedy of a family: they contain small details 
presenting the circumstances of their expulsion, the difficulties of starting a new life in 
Germany as well as background information to the family’s identity. As such they can 
prove to be a useful source for researchers working on macro-history as well.
